'I travelled 3200 miles to see the Royal Wedding…' 
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American royals fanatic Sarah Binns, 25, explains why she thought it was worth travelling all the way from Boston to London to witness the wedding first-hand.

For me, it all started when I was six, during my first trip to the UK. We bought a jigsaw puzzle of King Henry VIII and I fell in love with everything about the Royal Family.


They announced the date of the Royal Wedding on 24 November. I booked my flights from Boston the very next day. For about $650 I took a direct, six-hour flight to London. 

I remember coming up at Green Park at about 11am. It was sunny and beautiful, and there were these masses of people and that's when I knew it was something special.

It was incredible. The Queen was driving right past me. There was no one in the way. The Duchess of Cornwall was smiling brilliantly, waving at the crowd, and then she and I made eye contact, and I shrieked so loud. That was my favourite moment.

When I saw Kate in the Rolls Royce with her father, the only coherent thought I could register was 'She's an angel, with a halo!'. It was amazing. 

I came home with about $10 left. But I've probably spent about $6000 in my lifetime on the Royals.
